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Abstract

This study was conducted in order to investigate the block teaching of the
primary teacher trainees at National Colleges of Education. To investigate the
perception of the lecturers and teacher trainees regarding block teaching, how to is
impleamented and also to find out solutions for the problems arisen duting the block
teaching sessions are the specific objectives of this study. Quantitative research
approach was selected to do this research and sample survey method was used to
find out the facts of the study. Two ‘ mples were used in the study; 35 lecturers and
112 students. Questionnairre was used as the main method to collect data. Futher, the
methods suel as interviews observation and were also used to collect data. Both
qualitative and quantitative was used to analyse the data, as data was collected using
both qualitative and quantitative methods. It was revealed that the trainees are
satisfactory about the days and stages of the block teaching sessions at college. Yet,
the supervised number of lessons and the theoritical knowledge gained' during the
Education Practice session are not satisfactory. As a consequence, only 25
percentages of progress was achieved in teaching skills. Long distance schools get
during, the block,teaching sessions, teachers reluetante to give time tables, and not
allowing teacher ,trainess to adjust to the school, lack of opportunity in the colledge
for teaching practice are the major problems that trainees encountered during the
block teaching sessions. Giving teacher trainees closer schools near to the college
during block teaching session, making principals and teacher aware of block teaching

are the factors that should be given nic “e consideration.
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
