Abstract

Literature js among something which we can’t decide what the beginning or the
end of the world we live. Tt has been taken place by experiencing the appreciation of
literatare from delight to wisdom.When appreciating the literature,our minds are
awaken. Literature has always been filled with something. That is why the literature is
meant by the completeness, This appreciation of literature is becoming less and less
today. However school children are to be learnt sinhala literature with their Sinhala
languge as a subject. For the G. C. E (O/ L) students,the sinhala language and Literary
Appreciation is a basket subject. Students in some schools are facing problems. When
answering the Sinhala Literature paper. By examining some reports,it has been
revealed that students have recorded Jess marks for the literature paper than the
sinhala language paper.The result improvement of the G.CE.(O/L} exam is directly
applicd to the subject in-charge teachers. It is a common practice to direct the students
who scored lower than 40 for the remedial teaching. But it is questionable whether to
achieve the expected targets with the monotonous remedial teaching learning methods
used most of the time. There fore we have tried to do an action research on
minimizing the problems faced by the Grade 11 students,when answering the
questions in the sinhala literature paper. According to the study of theoretical
literature investigation, it has been investigated under the psychological foundation of
Jean Piage’s intelligence development theory of Vegotskey. Analysing the theoretical
background of this research, those theories are based on the above facis. In the
systematic review of the study, the local as well as the foreign research literature
investigated the educational problems faced by the students in the teaching the
language and literature, the language and literacy issues, how the teaching methods
affect he student performance and the nature of the measures taken to solve these
problems. In addition, since the current research study is a preliminary study, a work -
related research lterature on different subjects was presented. The research
methodology, research finding conclusions and propbsa]s of those research were
thoroughly studied. This study was carried out on the following five specific
objectives : the functional layout under the qualitative approach.Identify the students'
problems in answering the Sinhala Literature question paper in Grade 11, Identifying

the reasons of such problems, Develop and implement remdial teaching programs for
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these students, Examining the failure of the remedial programs implemented to
minimize the problems of the the student, Presenting some clues for future rescarches.
Accordingly, 10 students from selected school in the Galle Education Zone in Galle
District were sclected for the preliminary research participants. Data were collected
through observaiion interviews, documented reports and performance tests, as well as
qualitalive data analysis techniques such as percentages, total collection of data as
well as summative, descriptive and structural analysis. The interpretation of the data
was done objectively, As a result, several difficulties faced by the students in Grade
1 were identificd. Those are memorizing problems, problems of language
iterpretation analytically, critically and logically. Lack of frequent exercise and lack
of critical reading. Also, the lack of willingness to answer the literary question paper,
the lack of school attendance, the fack of family support, the difficulty of writing and
criticatly engaging, difficulty to remember subject material, and difficulties related to
their social and economic background etc. were largely disclosed. At the same time,
the intervention was designed and implemented according to the findings of this
study. The intervention took place in three circies for a three month of time.The first
expected target was to improne the skill of writing short answers for the prescribed
Sinhaja Literary text,To achieve that a for weeks time Wés taken. The intervention
programme was conducted as three steps for a week. The second expected target was
to improve the contextual knowiedge on the prescribed Sinhala literary text.The third
expected target was to improve the analytical,critical and prescribed Sinhala literary
text. To achieve thoserwo targets again a four weeks period with three steps in each
week was given to the both expected targets. In the present study, the experience of
implementing the intervention and the observations, finally which can launch

researches for future researches has been done.
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
