ABSTRACT

This study has attempted to study how the co -curricular activities are implementing in
the Junior secondary (6-9) government schools in Sri Lanka. The study was conducted
base on four objectivies. The four objectivies were, identify the co-gurricular activities
that are implementing in the Junior secondary classes; examine the status and how the
co- curricular activities are implementing in the the Junior secondary classes; reveal the
difficulties which school have to be faced when implementing co-curricular activities and
propose suitable suggestion to use co—curricular activities effectively for Junior
secondary classes.

The study was conducted according to the survey research design. The sample of the
study consisted of 60 students who learn in three types of schools {1AB, 1Cand Type 2} ;
03 principals, 03 vise-principals ; 24 teachers and one Inservice —Adviser in Buttala
Education Division attached to Wellawaya Education Zone in the Monaragala District.
The sample was selected by using stratification and simple random sample methods.
Data collection Instruments that used for the study were observation schedule,
Interview schedule and Questioner,

In this study data was analyzed by using both Quantitave and Quatitative methods. 1t
was revealed that, morning assembly, student’s literary Association and Environmental
programme‘ are implementing mostly as co—curricular activities in Junior secondary
classes in the government schools.

The study revealed that chess and carrom was not implemented in all types of schools in
the sample. Further, the study revealed 1AB school was conducted morning assembly
weekly but 1C and type 2 schools were conducted it daily. Scarcity of physical resource is
the main problem which schools have to face when conducting co-curricular activities
was identified. Further it was revealed under third objective that lack of physical
resources, lack of time, economical problems and lack of trained teachers are the
comman problems which have to face when implementing co-curricular activities,

Last objective of the study was propose suitable suggestions how to use co-curricular
activities effectively. Suggestion for the teachers are upgrading knowledge and gaining
train on co-curricular activities. Arranging training for teachers regarding this activities is
the suggestion proceed to principals. Provide enough human and bhysical_ resources,
given priority for students who gain co- curricular activities when providing jobs are the
suggestions proceeded to educators and policy makers from this study.
