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Abstract

This study tries lo identify the educational problems faced by the children whose parents
are living abroad. Fourteen schools from the Hatton Educational Zone is selected fo
identify the sample. The sample consist of 14 principals, 86 teachers, and 128 Children
whose parents working abroad. Within a framework of the survey research design, a
mixed-method approach is selected. The collected data were analyzed using quantitative
and qualfitative data analysis technigues. The study revealed that the home environment
influences the educational attainment of the children and these children face several
challenges to fulfill the basic needs of their learning activities. Moreover, this study
found that (cachers and principals also face many challenges related to disciplinary issues
and maintain good collaboration with their parents. This study suggested that several
remedin! actions need to be adapted to support to create a conducive learning
environment at home and schools and must identify the strategies to maintain the

collaboration with their parents and guardians.
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
